1.
Discuss Croton Falls Water District Project
Town Consulting Engineer Mike Soyka explained that Leggette, Brashears & Graham, Inc. (LBG) are in the process of preparing the Engineers Report so that they can get the permit to construct the building and the pipeline for the new wells that have been drilled on the NYC DEP property by the Metro North parking lot.  Mr. Soyka explained that one of most significant things that has come up is that over the course of the last two or threes years there has been an increase in the chlorides in the ground water.  

At the next Town Board meeting, the Board will discuss LBG’s recommendations to mitigate the problem with Thomas Cusack (LBG) and Highway Superintendent Drew Outhouse.

2.
Discussion of Adopting an Employee Safety Policy
The Board discussed the Safety Policy they received from Tom Sternberg, SKCG.  Since the Town already has an adopted Safety Policy, the Board will compare the two and decide whether or not the current policy should be revised.
3.
Discussion of WEC’s Offer to Let Residents Use ¾ Acres as Recreation Site 
   
The WEC Board has agreed to make arrangements for the town to secure use of approximately ¾ acres of the WEC school to be used as a recreation site for town residents.
Supervisor Globerman will contact the school and schedule a meeting so that he and the Town Attorney can meet with the WEC Board of Directors and their attorney to discuss the details.
4.
Traffic Light Notification on Rt 116 and June Road
The Board discussed the August 1, 2007 letter from Anne-Marie Kaiser, Project Engineer for the New York State Department of Transportation informing the town that they are preparing to install a new traffic signal at the intersection of Rt. 116 and June Road.

Supervisor Globerman will write to the Regional Director asking the DOT not install any type of signalization at the intersection.

Discussion of Police Department New Car Requirements
