Discussion of Salting Problem in the Croton Falls Water District
The rise in levels of sodium and chloride observed in Wells # 5 and #6 between October 2003 and January 2007 indicates that the application of road salt is a major contributing factor.  The Board discussed recommendations to minimize or eliminate the impacts of road salt on the water quality in the Croton Falls Water District with Tom Cusack (LBG) and Drew Outhouse, Superintendent of Highways.
Mr. Cusack recommended extending the discharge pipe closer to the Croton River to reduce infiltration of stormwater into the aquifer.  If mitigation of discharge pipe is not permitted, or is delayed due to approval requirements, the use of only sand without deicing agents on the parking lot should be implemented.  Alternative deicers should strongly be considered and premixed sand and salt should also be applied to sidewalks.  To mitigate and minimize surface-water runoff from Mahopac Avenue and Route 22, an asphalt or concrete curb extending around Mahopac Avenue and Route 22 should be installed.

Mr. Outhouse will arrange a meeting to discuss the recommendations with the Town Engineer and the NYS DEP.
