The Federal Aviation Association (FAA) recently published their FEIS for the redesign of the airspace over our region. The initial implementation phase is scheduled to begin next month.  The plan will

dramatically increase air and noise pollution in many communities across Westchester, Rockland, Fairfield County, New Jersey, Delaware and other points across a five-state area.

The Board discussed the email from Pound Ridge Supervisor Gary David Warshauer asking that the Town Board pass a resolution and send it to the FAA asking them not to implement the plan until the impacts to the communities are adequately evaluated and the plan is studied more.    

Supervisor Globerman will find out the status of the plan and report back to the Board.
