Discuss Mills Road – Historic Road
On February 13, 2007 approximately 35 residents of Mills Road submitted a petition requesting that Mills Road be dedicated as a Historic Road.  On March 22, 2007 after reviewing the petition, the Town Assessor determined that the list of petitioners’ fell far short of the fifty percent (50%) needed to be declared historical.  

Amy Rosmarin appeared before the Board and stated that the NYC DEP was interested in signing the petition but before doing so they would like a letter from the Town stating exactly what is needed from them and what a Historic Road would obligate the City to do if they signed the petition.  
Town Attorney Roland Baroni will send a letter to the NYC DEP explaining what is needed from them.  In addition, he will explain to them that they would not be diminishing any of their rights.  
3.
Discussion of Stop Sign at Dingle Ridge and Vail’s Lane
The Board discussed the petition signed by approximately 25 residents who live on or near Dingle Ridge Road requesting that a stop sign be placed at the end of the dirt road on Vail’s Lane where Vail’s Lane merges onto Dingle Ridge Road.
The Board will wait for a recommendation from Highway Superintendent Drew Outhouse before making a decision. 

4.
Discussion of 9-acre Parkland Offer from Highgate/Woodland
The Highgate/Woodlands project has always included a 9-acre open space/conservation parcel near the end of Sun Valley Drive.  The Draft Supplemental EIS (DSEIS) presents the parcel for dedication to the Town as parkland.
Following the discussion the Board once again agreed that they do not want the parcel dedicated to the Town and will advise Planning Consult Hilary Smith to respond appropriately.

5.
Discussion of Lease Agreement for Playing Fields with WEC


The Board discussed the terms of  the lease agreement between The Westchester Exceptional Children’s School (WEC) and the Town of North Salem for the Town to lease three quarters (3/4) of an acre of land from WEC located at 520 Rt. 22 for use as playing fields.

Mr. Baroni will prepare a resolution authorizing the Supervisor to execute the agreement.

6.
Discussion of Noise Ordinance
The Board continued the discussion regarding amending the Town’s Noise Ordinance.  The Board will review ordinances from other towns, try to get some input from residents and continue the discussion before the end of the year.
