To Discuss Letter Dated 12/21/07 from Cooper, Neimann & Co. Regarding the Town’s

2006 Audit
The Board discussed the December 21, 2007 letter they received from Cooper, Niemann & Co., LLP informing them that due to the Town’s internal accounting system the fee to conduct the Town’s 2006 Audit will be much higher than originally quoted.  
Some of the specific issues they have encounter with Town’s accounting records are as follows:

· The new accounting software package is unable to print out a balance sheet or income statement.  Due to the limitation, the auditors must create their own balance sheet items, re-enter information from the report and post any adjusting journal entries to the new report which they must create.
· The year-end accruals from the prior year were not reversed and the current year accruals were not posted to the accounting records.  This creates extra work for the auditors and the lack of proper accruals may also cause the monthly reports to be misleading.

· The interfund loans between funds are once again out of balance; therefore, they must trace transactions through the entire year to identify the imbalance.

· Many year-end adjusting journal entries are needed to correct postings for such items as proceeds of debt, bond anticipation notes, capital projects, interfund activity, and misposted revenues and/or expenditures.

· Much of the activity posted to the accounting records is in the form of journal entries.  This creates additional work for the auditors because they must investigate large journal entries to the accounting records.  It also creates additional work while they are testing the Town’s internal controls because it is an extra step that each transaction goes through.
In addition, they state that for the last several years the audit has been delayed longer and longer because the internal accounting has not been ready for them until later and later each year.  This year it was delayed even more because of the conversion of the computerized accounting software which is still not running well.

There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting adjourned at 9:20 P.M.  Motion was made by Supervisor Globerman, seconded by Councilman Belcastro.  All voted in favor.
