Mondays - In those cases where work on a Sunday extends uninterrupted into the following Monday, one and one half the hourly rate shall be paid for all hours worked, prorated for partial hours worked.

3) All other days - In those cases where the normal work day extends uninterrupted into overtime work, one and one-half the hourly rate shall be paid for all hours worked - prorated for partial hours worked until the employee is relieved from the work assignment - In those cases where the employee is called in for overtime work, one and one-half the hourly rate shall be paid for all hours worked prorated for partial hours worked until the employee is relieved from the work assignment.

To the extent any provision of the Employee Handbook or other applicable Policy and Procedure Manual is deemed inconsistent with the above it shall be deemed amended accordingly.

Discuss the Status of the Peach Lake Sewer District Full EAF Part 1 and Part 2
The North Salem Town Board will now be acting as Lead Agency for both the Town of North Salem and the Town of Southeast for the purpose of reviewing the Peach Lake Sewer District application for compliance with SEQRA.  

Mr. Baroni informed the Board that the Town of Southeast EAF Part 1 and the Town of North Salem EAF Part 1 should be meld together by the next Town Board.  In addition, the new EAF Part 2 should be complete, as well as, the document confirming the Town’s Lead Agency status.

3.
Discussion to Consider Granting Verizon Video a Franchise in the Town of North Salem

The Board discussed whether or not they should invite Verizon to a Town Board meeting to discuss the possibility of granting them a cable franchise in the Town of North Salem.  

The Board agreed they would like to meet with them, so Supervisor Greenwood will contact them and see if they would be interested in making a presentation to the Board.

4.
Discuss Update on Peach Lake Sewer District
Mr. Baroni informed the Board that the petitions to form the Peach Lake Sewer District have come in.  He explained that the petitions have been referred to the Assessor who will review them to determine whether or not they represent at least 50% of the assessed valuation.  As soon as the petitions are determined valid the Board will be ready to set a public hearing date and undertake SEQRA.    

5.
Discuss Update on Croton Falls Water District

Supervisor Greenwood informed the Board that two wells which seem to have adequate water were found in Croton Falls.  Leggette, Brashears & Graham, Inc. have been retained to do the pumping, filtering and distribution.  

Supervisor Greenwood asked them to give the Board a timeline, actual drawings of what they plan to build and where, as well as, a list of everything they plan to do by the middle of February.  As soon as that is received Supervisor Greenwood would like to invite all the Croton Falls Water District users to a meeting and have the engineers go over the plans and explain to them exactly what will be done. 

6.
Discuss Submission Process for Town Board Meetings


Supervisor Greenwood advised the Board that the agenda will be prepared and distributed via email to all Board Members, the Journal News and anyone requesting a copy by close of business on the Thursday prior to every scheduled Regular Meeting/Worksession.
