To Discuss Petition from Peach Lake Residents Regarding Ordinance 250-34
Maryellen Kane, 75 Lake Street appeared before the Board on behalf of approximately 45 residents of Peach Lake who signed a petition requesting that the Board amend Section 250-34 of the Town’s Zoning Ordinance regarding the number of trailers, recreational vehicles and boats allowed to be parked or stored on their property by and around Peach Lake.

Ms. Kane explained that because most of the lots around the lake are set on 40’ lots they do not meet the required setbacks for their recreational vehicles and/or boats to be parked or stored on their property.

Following the discussion, the Board recommended that they apply to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a variance.
