DISCUSSION
At the request of the Town Attorney the Board briefly discussed LL No. 5-2003 (adopted 10/28/03) which granted volunteer firefighters and ambulance corps members a 10% tax exemption with a cap not to exceed $3,000 multiplied by the latest equalization rate on their town property tax.  
However, in 2004 the State amended the law and eliminated the cap.  At that time the Westchester County Tax Commission notified the assessor and informed her that the Town should amend the local law and eliminate the cap or rescind the exemption.
Mr. Baroni informed the Board that the volunteers have been receiving the full exemption since the State amended the law but the local law was never amended.  Therefore, in order to be in compliance with the State Mr. Baroni advised the Board that they should amend the local law or rescind the exemption.  
The Board will ask the Town Assessor and the Receiver of Taxes to provide them with specific information regarding the exemption such as the number of volunteers who qualify as well as the financial impact and they will discuss it again at the next Town Board meeting. 
There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting adjourned into Executive Session at 8:15 P.M.  Motion was made by Supervisor Greenwood, seconded by Councilman Lucas.  All voted in favor.
