The regular meeting was called to order by Supervisor Greenwood at 7:40 P.M.    

Greetings from School Superintendent Dr. Kenneth Freeston 

Dr. Freeston greeted the Board and briefly explained the proposed 2008/2009 School District Budget which totals $38,194,990 and represents a 3.39% budget-to-budget increase.  The budget vote will take place at PQ on May 20th from 7 am – 9 pm. 
WORKSESSION
1.
Discussion of Woodlands/Highgate Proposal
Anthony Miceli and David Steinmetz, Esq. appeared before the Board to present a newly proposed Site Plan for the Woodlands at North Salem project located on 160 acres along Reed Road.  The new plan proposes to cluster 149 units, all of which would be age-restricted, multi-family, active senior condominium units.
Following the discussion, it was agreed that the Applicant and its professional consultants will present the proposed plan to the Planning Board sometime in June.  The Planning Board will then advise the Town Board if the Applicant should study the proposal as an alternative under SEQRA in the forthcoming updated SDEIS for the Project.

Discussion of the Use of Salt Brine in Anti-Icing of Roads
Town Attorney Roland Baroni explained how the Town of North Castle set-up a salt brine factory and used salt brine in place of road salt this past winter.   The salt brine cut the usage of salt on the roads by a third and also resulted in a significant cost savings.  

Councilman Lucas will ask Highway Superintendent Drew Outhouse to talk to the North Castle Highway Superintendent about it and then attend a Town Board meeting so the Board can discuss it with him.

Discussion of Various Tax Exemptions
The Board discussed whether they should amend or rescind LL No. 05-03.  When adopted the law granted volunteer firefighters and ambulance corps. members a 10% tax exemption with a cap not to exceed $3,000 multiplied by the latest equalization rate on their property tax; however, in 2004 the State amended the law and eliminated the cap.  

The Board also discussed whether or not they should add a Cold War Veterans exemption as just set forth in Section 458-b of the New York State Real Property Tax Law.
