RESOLUTION #176-To Authorize the Town of Lewisboro to Replace a Bridge Culvert on Nash Road

Motion made by Supervisor Greenwood

Seconded by Councilman Lucas

WHEREAS the Town of Lewisboro Wild Oaks Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP) located on Nash Road will undergo significant modifications as the result of a NYCDEP WWTP Upgrade Project, and 

WHEREAS the design for the WWTP Upgrade has been completed and as part of the Town of Lewisboro Planning Board review process and evaluation of the existing Nash Road Bridge was required as a condition of site plan approval.  The evaluation has been completed and it indicates that the existing Nash Road bridge is located in the Town of North Salem, does not meet H20 load criteria, and needs replacement, and

WHEREAS representatives from NYCDEP, NYSEFC, the Town of North Salem, and the Town of Lewisboro met on April 10, 2008 to discuss this project.  NYCDEP has agreed to fund an in-kind replacement in the same location, which will be a concrete box culvert providing similar flow area and grades as currently existing at the Nash Road stream crossing.  The work will be completed as part of the Lewisboro Wild Oaks WWTP Upgrade Project, and

WHEREAS given that the new box culvert will be installed in the Town of North Salem, agreement and coordination between the two Towns is needed.  Details related to same are:

1. The Town of Lewisboro requests permission to perform the road work in the Town of North Salem. 

2. Funding is in by way of the NYCDEP WWTP Upgrade Program as part of the Wild Oaks WWTP Upgrade Project.

3. Town of North Salem regular review fees and regular expenses, including regular consultant fees related to the Project, will be paid as part of this NYCDEP funded project.  The Town of North Salem will need to bill their fees so they may be included on project disbursement requests to NYCDEP for reimbursement.

4. The Town of Lewisboro Planning Board will complete the required SEQR process.  It is anticipated that 

the project will be Type 2.

5.
The Town of Lewisboro requests that the Town of North Salem site plan waiver previously made by the North Salem Planning Board for the Wild Oaks WWTP Upgrade Project be continued for the new box culvert, which is in effect a road maintenance item.

6.
A wetland permit will be obtained from the Town of North Salem prior to construction.

7.
Design for the Nash Road box culvert will be circulated to the Town of North Salem for review by the Town Engineer and Highway Superintendent prior to construction.

8.
Construction of the Nash Road box culvert will need to be completed before the Wild Oaks WWTP work can begin.

9.
The Nash Road box culvert will be put out to bid as part of the Wild Oaks WWTP Upgrade Project in order to incentivize the contractor to complete the Nash Road work quickly.


10.
In order for the box culvert work to be completed, that area of Nash Road will need to be closed.  The timeline for this will likely be 2 to 3 months.  Timeline requirements for the box culvert work will be written into the contract bid documents.


11.
A road closure plan with defined detour route will be prepared and reviewed as part of the Lewisboro Planning Board review process.  A copy of same will be shared with the Town of North Salem Highway Superintendent and the Town of North Salem Police Chief for their input as well.


12.
It is anticipated that the project will be bid in early fall 2008, and construction will start in 2008 or 2009.


13.
The Town of North Salem Highway Superintendent and the Town of North Salem Engineer will be notified when the construction start for the Nash Road box culvert work is scheduled.


14.
The project engineer for the Lewisboro WWTP Upgrade Project will inspect the work during construction.  The Town of Lewisboro understands that the Town of North Salem will also wish to have their Town Engineer inspect the Nash Road box culvert work and provide sign off.


15.
Completion of the Nash Road box culvert work will be the subject of a larger publicly bid project.  Representatives from the Town of North Salem have requested that a 3 year maintenance bond and warranty be required for the Nash Road box culvert work since that is customary in their Town.  As such, a three year maintenance bond and warranty will be required for the Nash Road culvert portion of the larger construction project.  The three year period will follow acceptance of the box culvert work and opening of the road.  These requirements will be built into the bid documents for the NYCDEP funded Wild Oaks WWTP Upgrade Project.  The Town of North Salem will be invited to inspect the Nash Road box culvert work prior to final payment on this item.  After the box culvert work is complete, the Contractor will proceed with the WWTP Upgrade work.  The Contractor will also be responsible for restoration of the disturbed area surrounding the new box culvert.  Retainage will be held from the Contractor until the WWTP Upgrade work and project closeout has been completed in accordance with the Town of Lewisboro agreement with NYSEFC.  This will overlap with a significant portion of the maintenance bond / warranty period for the Nash Road box culvert.  Near the end of the three year maintenance bond period, the Town of North Salem will be invited to inspect the Nash Road box culvert work again.  After acceptance of the box culvert work and opening of the road, the Town of North Salem will be responsible for routine maintenance of the box culvert stream crossing, with the contractor remaining responsible for warranty related maintenance for a period of three years.  Following the three year warranty period, the Town of North Salem will continue their responsibility for maintenance of the box culvert stream crossing.  Following opening of the road, the Town of Lewisboro will continue to plow this paved area of Nash Road.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of North Salem Town Board acknowledges and agrees to the process, terms and conditions as outlined in 1 through 15 above, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town of North Salem Town Board hereby gives permission for the Town of Lewisboro to proceed with the work, subject to each and every one of the following conditions:

1.
Town of North Salem regular review fees and regular expenses, including regular consultant fees related to the Project, will be paid as part of this NYCDEP funded project.  The Town of North Salem shall bill their fees to the Town of Lewisboro.

2.
The Town of Lewisboro will apply for a wetland permit as soon as practical and shall obtain a wetland permit from the Town of North Salem prior to construction.

3.
Construction of the Nash Road box culvert shall be completed before the Wild Oaks WWTP work can begin. 

4.
The Town of Lewisboro shall circulate to the Town of North Salem Consulting Engineer and Highway Superintendent the design for the Nash Road box culvert for their review and comment.  The Town of North Salem shall have final sign-off of the box culvert work prior to construction.

5.
The Town of Lewisboro shall submit to the Town of North Salem Highway Superintendent and the Town of North Salem Police Chief a road closure plan with defined detour route for North Salem’s review, comment and approval prior to signing off on said plan.

6.
Timeline requirements for the box culvert work, including road closure timelines, will be written into the contract bid documents.

7.
The Town of Lewisboro shall notify the Town of North Salem Highway Superintendent and the Town of North Salem Consulting Engineer when the construction start for the Nash Road box culvert work is scheduled.

8.
The Town of Lewisboro shall notify the Town of North Salem Consulting Engineer of the inspection schedule for the Nash Road box culvert work and shall make provision for sign-off by the Town of North Salem Consulting Engineer.

9.
The Town of Lewisboro shall provide a 3 year maintenance bond in an amount agreed upon by the Town of North Salem and 3-year warranty for the Nash Road box culvert work.  The bond shall be provided at the time of acceptance of the box culvert work and prior to the reopening of the road.  The three year period will commence at the time of acceptance of the box culvert work and reopening of the road. The Town of North Salem Consulting Engineer and Highway Superintendent shall inspect the Nash Road box culvert work prior to final payment on this item and prior to release of the bond.

10.
After acceptance of the box culvert work and opening of the road, the Town of North Salem will be responsible for routine maintenance of the box culvert stream crossing.

11.
After acceptance of the box culvert work and opening of the road, the Town of North Lewisboro and/or its contractor shall be responsible for warranty related maintenance for a period of three years.

12.
Following the three year warranty period, the Town of North Salem will continue their responsibility for maintenance of the box culvert stream crossing.  Following opening of the road, the Town of Lewisboro will continue to plow this paved area of Nash Road.

13.
The Town of Lewisboro shall be responsible for restoration of the disturbed area surrounding the new box culvert.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town of North Salem Town Board hereby refers the request as outlined in number 5 above, waiver of Site Plan Approval, to the North Salem Planning Board for their consideration of the waiver of Site Plan approval for this project, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Town of North Salem Town Clerk is hereby authorized to forward a copy of this resolution to the Town of Lewisboro.
