To Discuss Gilport Subdivision

Donald Rossi, Richard Morganti and Peter Gregory appeared before the Board to discuss 

Mr. Morganti’s request for the Board to grant him permission to construct a road (proposed Road B) in the proposed Gilport Subdivision to the “Private Street” standard and to have the road designated a Town road.   In addition, he requested the Town consider forming a drainage district for the subdivision so that all costs for the maintenance of the stormwater drainage system and detention basin can be charged as a levy to the lot owners and made payable with their real estate taxes.    

The Board will visit the site before rendering a decision.

To Discuss Candlewood Park
Supervisor Greenwood informed the Board that when he met with the homeowners of the Candlewood Lake Park District last week to give them an update on the lake dredging project the homeowners expressed their concern and frustration over the fact that the scope of the project is much less and the cost of the project is much more than Supervisor Globerman told them it would be.

In an effort to keep everyone informed and make sure future repairs are followed through as planned Supervisor Greenwood asked Councilwoman Reeve if she would serve as a liaison between the Town Board and homeowners.

To Discuss Westchester 2025


The Westchester County Planning Board recently launched Westchester 2025.  Westchester 2025 seeks to establish an accurate planning foundation for regional coordination through a new website.

The website will be continually updated to serve as an interactive planning tool and resource for all municipalities, local officials and residents.  

A public information and review process is currently underway and the County has asked the Town to review the proposed material relating to North Salem and submit any corrections or suggestions to them by August 1st.  

The Town Board, Planning Board and Comprehensive Plan Committee will review the material and submit their comments to Planning Board Chairwoman Cynthia Curtis who will respond back to the County.
