WHEREAS, the analysis indicates that there would not be a significant adverse environmental impact associated with the proposed Local Law;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board has determined that a Notice of Determination of Non-Significance (a Negative Declaration) dated September 9, 2008 enumerating the reasons supporting this determination should be filed according to the requirements of SEQRA.
