WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of North Salem is considering adoption of a Local Law to amend the Zoning Ordinance to rezone the properties owned by Clearwater Excavating (Sheet 3, Block 1735, Lots 34, 47, and 60) to the R-1 Zoning District and to make modifications to Local Law No. 5 of 2007 to recognize the existing Clearwater Excavating use as a Conditional Use Permit use within the R-1 Zoning District subject to specific criteria; and

WHEREAS, the Board declared itself Lead Agency pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) on August 12, 2008; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board determined that the proposed amendments are considered an Unlisted action pursuant to SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has caused an Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) to be prepared on the proposed amendments; and

WHEREAS, the EAF contains analysis of the potential environmental impacts of adoption of the Local Law; and

WHEREAS, the analysis indicates that there would not be a significant adverse environmental impact associated with the proposed Local Law; and

WHEREAS, on September 9, 2008, the Town Board adopted a resolution that a Notice of Determination of Non-Significance (a Negative Declaration) should be filed according  to the requirements of SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, on September 23, 2008, the Town Board re-adopted a revised resolution on environmental significance and a revised Negative Declaration to correct an error on the September 9, 2008, resolution and Negative Declaration that described the Clearwater Excavating use as a Special Permit use and not a Conditional Permit use; and

WHEREAS, on August 12, 2008, the Town Board referred the proposed Local Law to the Town of North Salem Planning Board pursuant to Section 250-114 of the Zoning Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board submitted a report dated September 4, 2008, in which it conveyed comments to the Town Board regarding the proposed Local Law; and

WHEREAS, on August 12, 2008, the Town Board referred the proposed Local Law to the Westchester County Department of Planning pursuant to General Municipal Law Section 239-l and -m ; and

WHEREAS, the Westchester County Department of Planning submitted a letter dated August 29, 2008, which was received on September 2, 2008, indicating that the proposed matter was a matter for local determination; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board held a duly noticed public hearing on the proposed Local Law on September 9, 2008, for the purpose of hearing public comment; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board hereby determines that all procedural requirements were followed in the preparation and review of the proposed Local Law;

Presentation from Community Living Corp. – Group Home
