Planning Board Presentation of Draft Steep Slopes Legislation
Planning Board Chairwoman Cynthia Curtis met with the Town Board to discuss the draft Steep Slopes Law the Planning Board has prepared with the assistance of MDRA.

The purpose of this law is to promote the public health, safety and general welfare of the Town of North Salem and its citizens and to minimize and mitigate, where preservation or avoidance are not possible or practicable, public and private damages, losses and injuries due to inappropriate or uncontrolled alteration and/or disturbance to areas of steep slope.  It is also the purpose of this law to preserve, protect and/or conserve the important functions and character of steep slopes so as to preserve the essential natural and aesthetic qualities of such resources.
