Discuss Advanced Life Services and Emergency Management
The Town’s contract with Starnet Emergency Services, Inc. to provide advanced life support first response services (ALS Services) to the Town expires in September. Supervisor Greenwood informed the Board that based on the 2008 “Call Log” ALS responded to 365 calls in North Salem last year with an average response time of 11.30 minutes. 
Supervisor Greenwood shared his concern that the response time to calls in North Salem is too slow.  He informed the Board that he will be meeting with Anthony Sutton, Commissioner of the Westchester County Department of Emergency Services to express his concern and hopefully come up with a way to minimize ALS’s response time to emergency calls in North Salem.
There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting adjourned at 8:15 P.M.  Motion was made by Supervisor Greenwood, seconded by Councilman Brockmeyer.  All voted in favor.
