1.
Discuss New Roof for the Cable Barn
The Board discussed replacing the roof on the Cable Barn with asphalt shingles.  The Board agreed to use asphalt shingles based on the fact that the Historic Preservation Commission approved using them.  Supervisor Lucas will get estimates and report back to the Board.
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2.
Review of Town Procurement Policy
The Board discussed amending the Town’s Procurement Policy to eliminate the need for RFP’s for the procurement of goods and services less than $10,000 but greater than $3,000.  
Mr. Baroni explained that Procurement Policy was adopted pursuant to a model that the State Comptrollers Office came out with and advised the Board to check with the Comptrollers Officer before amending it. 
3.
Discussion to Increase the Fees for Parking Violations
At the request of the Police Chief, the Board discussed increasing the fees for parking violations.  Before making a decision, the Board agreed it would be best to discuss the fees with Chief Howley and will hold a public hearing on May 26th to discuss it.
4.
Discussion of Senior Citizen Van
In January, the Town stopped using the Senior Citizen Van to transport senior citizens 2-3 times/week to Somers for lunch because of the small number of users.  

The Board received a few requests to reinstate the program and discussed whether they should reinstate the program.  Supervisor Lucas with speak to Ms. Golisano to see if more senior citizens would use the service if it was reinstated.
There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting adjourned at 8:45 P.M.  Motion was made by Supervisor Lucas, seconded by Councilman Brockmeyer.  All voted in favor.
