RESOLUTION #155-TOWN OF NORTH SALEM TOWN BOARD SEQR DETERMINATION OF NON-SIGNIFICANCE FOR THE CROTON FALLS WATER DISTRICT WELLS, PUMP HOUSE AND DRAINAGE

Motion made by Supervisor Lucas
Seconded by Councilman Brockmeyer
WHEREAS the Town Board of the Town of North Salem, located in Westchester County, New York, is considering improvements to the Croton Falls Water District; and

WHEREAS the proposed improvements involve a Special Permit from the Town of North Salem Town Board and a site development plan from the Town of North Salem Planning Board for expansion of a public utility on a parcel of land in an R-1 (Residential) zoning district. The site is located on lands owned by New York City in the hamlet of Croton Falls, in the Town of North Salem, New York, as designated on the Tax Map of the Town of North Salem as Map Sheet 1, Block 1722, Lot 1; and

WHEREAS the Town Board is authorized to review or waive the requirement for Special Permit approval and decided to waive the Special permit subject to review by the Town of North Salem Architectural Review Board, and

WHEREAS the Planning Board approves site development plan applications, and

WHEREAS the project was referred to the Planning Board and the Architectural Review Board and each will conduct a review of this application; and

WHEREAS the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation has reviewed the Phase 1A and 1B reports prepared by Tracker Archaeology Services, Inc. and has submitted their conditional comments, and

WHEREAS the New York City Department of Environmental Protection, an Involved Agency, does not object to the Town Board of the Town of North Salem acting as Lead Agency and has submitted their comments for consideration by letter dated May 18, 2009, and

WHEREAS the following application materials and plans were reviewed:

· Full EAF Part 1 dated April  15, 2009, with attached narrative, and

· Complete Construction Bid Package which includes a Site Map with Site Improvements, dated revised April 1, 2009
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WHEREAS in accordance with SEQR 6 NYCRR Part 617, the proposed action is considered to be an Unlisted action and the Town Board of the Town of North Salem has conducted a coordinated review in accordance with SEQR 6 NYCRR Section 617.6 (b)(3), including circulation of a notice of its intent to serve as lead agency;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem concludes that it is the appropriate agency to serve as lead agency for the coordinated environmental review of the proposed action and hereby declares its status as lead agency; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby determines that the proposed action will not result in a significant impact on the environment and thereby makes a SEQR Determination of Non-Significance (Negative Declaration) in accordance with 6 NYCRR Part 617, Section 617.7, indicating that an EIS will not be required; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Board relies on the following reasons to support its determination:

1.
The Town Board has examined the construction package with consideration of the existing site conditions and the size of the proposed expansion. The Board has found that the improvements proposed in this application are minor and will result in important and necessary upgrades and improvements to an existing public water supply system as well an attractive site development.

2.
The proposed expansion is part of an emergency upgrade of the system to replace the existing well that has been found to have water quality issues and is being undertaken to address this existing public health concern.

3.
The total area of disturbance for the entire project consisting of wells and the associated water treatment building, parking, driveway and storm water management measures will be approximately 35,000 square feet.  The proposed water treatment building will be 180-square-feet.  Access to the building will be from Croton Falls Road via a 12-foot wide gravel driveway approximately 140-feet in length.  The total new impervious surfaces of the building and associated driveway will be approximately 300 square feet, or 0.006 acres. 

4.
Construction entrances will be over gravel areas to prevent tracking of soil and debris onto the adjacent roadways during construction.

5.
Appropriate drainage, erosion and sedimentation control improvements are proposed and will involve temporary erosion control measures including silt fencing.  Permanent stormwater management measures for the proposed water treatment building would include roof drains that drain to land surface.

6.
Additional storm water management measures will consist of the installation of concrete curbing surrounding the proposed project, catch basins located along Croton Falls Road and Route 22 and the installation of a CDS separation unit.

7.
All disturbance in controlled areas adjacent to an unnamed stream consist of constructing two armored stormwater discharge swales that will be maintained by the Town of North Salem.  Although construction will occur in the buffer portion of the controlled area, no disturbance is proposed within the actual wetland or watercourse boundaries.

8.
As requested by the NYC DEP, detailed erosion and sediment control plans have been submitted for their review and comment.

9.
The building will have a stone facade, which makes the building relatively unobtrusive.  The height and placement of the structure will result in minimal visual impact to neighbors and adjacent roadways. 

10.
The setback and existing trees and brush near the proposed building provide some buffering when it is viewed from the road and modifying the road by adding curve to its length will lessen any visual impact from adjacent Back Street. 

11.
There will be no exterior lighting.  An alarm, as mandated by the Westchester County Department of Health, will be installed; however, the audio will be set to the minimum allowable time of approximately one to two minutes to lessen any impacts to the surrounding neighbors.  Two antennae will be mounted, one adjacent to the treatment building and a second adjacent to the storage tank on Close Hill Road and both are minimal in diameter and neither will exceed the height of the existing tree cover.

12.
The proposed action will not have any impacts on plants and animals, cultural and aesthetic resources, traffic or the character of the area in which it is located; and

13.
The existing water supply well located off Route 22 and Lee Road will be abandoned in accordance with the WC DOH, local and NYSDEC protocols.

14.
In accordance with the recommendations of the NYS OPRHP, the following shall occur:
a.
Minimal impact to the historic raceway,

b.
Avoidance of the stone filled historic well at the proposed treatment building,
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c. 
Installation of temporary fencing prior to construction around the APE near Well #4 where the historic foundation of Site C was previously identified, and
d. 
Develop an Inadvertent Discovery Protocol for implementation by the contractor in the event that features or foundations are identified during construction, and

e.  
Develop an Avoidance Plan for implementation by the contractor.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution shall be on file with the North Salem Town Clerk and shall be circulated to all involved and interested agencies to inform them of the conclusion of the SEQR review of the proposed action.

The Board discussed the project and will decide whether or not to accept Jubco’s bid before the next Town Board meeting.
2.
Discuss Hiring a New Police Officer
Due to the retirement of one police officer and the non-work related injury of another officer, the Board discussed and approved Chief Howley’s request to hire a new police officer.
3.
Discuss Northern Westchester Energy Action Collaborative (NWEAC)
The Board discussed entering into an IMA with other municipalities so that they can seek Federal “Smart Grid” stimulus funds which will enable the municipalities to participate in and benefit from developing dynamic electric-power markets.
The Board asked Councilwoman Rosmarin if she could find out who the lead town will be. 
4.
Review Proposed Contract with Rebecca Gessler for Phase Two of the Town Website
