Discussion of North Salem Steep Slopes Protection Law
The Board discussed the draft Steep Slopes Protection Law with Planning Board Chairwoman Cynthia Curtis. In addition, it was discussed with the Comprehensive Plan Committee.

PUBLIC INFORMATIONAL DISCUSSION – CF Water District
The Board updated residents (6 present) in Croton Falls on the status of the new wells and improvements which will begin soon in the Croton Falls Water District.
