· At the request of Councilwoman Rosmarin the Board agreed to have the North Salem Energy Advisory Committee put together a thirty thousand dollar ($30,000) energy grant application for an energy study for municipal owned assets.  

· Councilwoman Rosmarin asked the Board to set a public hearing on August 24th to consider adopting 2 local laws which would establish a Community Preservation Fund and impose a transfer tax of 0-2% on the sale of real estate in excess of the median sales price in North Salem.  She asked the Board to hold a public hearing on August 24th so that a proposition, as required by law, could be placed on the November 3rd election ballot so that residents can vote on it this year.  
Supervisor Lucas stated that although he was in favor of the law, he was not in favor of holding a public hearing on August 24th because he wants to hold multiple meetings to educate residents and make sure they understand it before putting it up for referendum.  
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Councilman Brockmeyer was not opposed to beginning the process by holding a public hearing on August 24th, however, he stated that he had serious reservations about putting it up for referendum this year because he wants to make sure the residents are educated about the law, understand the law and support the fund before putting it up for referendum.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Chris Robin who resides at 7 Spur Street in Purdy’s appeared before the Board to thank Supervisor Lucas and Councilman Brockmeyer for their help last week when a Pit Bull entered his house and attacked and killed his cat.  He also discussed the problem he has been experiencing with dogs running at large in his neighborhood and how he thinks the problem is not being addressed.
