Discuss Number of Dogs Allowed per Household
The Board discussed possibly changing Chapter 250-77.3, “Keeping of Dogs” in the Town’s ordinance from three dogs per household to three dogs per structure due to the large number of dogs living in buildings with four or five apartments.

Request from Andrew Hubbard Re: Waiving Planning Board Fees – Paul Properties/

Orchard Hill Selective Timber Harvest
The Board discussed the Watershed Agricultural Council’s request to waive the tree removal permit fee for the Orchard Hill/Paul Properties Selective Timber Harvest.  The harvest area for the project is 150 acres and they believe the twenty-five dollar ($25.00) per acre fee for a forestry operation is unreasonably restrictive and does not facilitate the practice of forestry or ensure a good outcome of the project.

The Board would like to discuss the request with Planning Board Chairwoman Cynthia Curtis; therefore, they will invite her to the next Town Board meeting and continue the discussion with her.

Discuss Recreation Master Plan
The Board discussed hiring Ferrandino & Associates to draft an update to the Town’s Recreation Master Plan at the cost of approximately $20,000.

Supervisor Lucas asked Councilman Brockmeyer to check with John White to see if there is enough money in the CPU Committee’s budget to cover the expense.

Energy Audit
Councilwoman Rosmarin asked the Board if she could have a company perform an energy efficiency audit of all light bulbs used in town.  After checking the light bulbs the company will submit a report to NYSERDA who will pay for the audit, as well as, the cost to change over to more energy efficient light bulbs.
The Board approved her request since there is no cost to the Town.
