RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby amends the Premium Payment paragraph of Section 806 (Medical Insurance) of the Town of North Salem Employee Handbook, adopted September 10, 2002, to read as follows:

Premium Payment – The Town will pay 86% of the premium for individual medical insurance coverage, or 79% of the premium for family medical insurance coverage, as the case may be, for eligible employees and elected officials enrolled in the health insurance plan.

Employees hired prior to January 1, 1992 and who did not pay a premium will pay 2% of the premium effective January 1, 2010.

All retirees and surviving spouses will pay 25% of the premium beginning January 1, 2010. The Town of North Salem will be required by Law under the Empire Plan (NYSHIP) to reimburse Medicare primary enrollees/dependents for the Medicare Part B beginning January 1, 2010.  They will be reimbursed on a quarterly basis.

To Discuss The Croton Plan

The Comprehensive Croton Watershed Water Quality Protection Plan (The Croton Plan) for the Croton Watershed in Westchester County is the product of a detailed and comprehensive intermunicipal water quality planning effort.   Ten municipalities, including North Salem worked with Westchester County and the New York City DEP to assess the unique conditions in the Croton Watershed, identify water quality impacts and develop a strategy to reduce those impacts and prevent further water quality degradation while enhancing community character.

The Town Board will adopt the Plan as prepared by the Westchester County Department of Planning dated September 2009 at the next Town Board meeting.

Discussion of Home Rule Exemption
Councilwoman Rosmarin explained the proposed State legislation which would allow towns to obtain a Home Rule Exemption to create a local loan program to assist homeowners with making their homes more energy efficient and she asked the Board to adopt a resolution supporting the legislation and the States adoption of it.  
Supervisor Lucas will speak to the Supervisor of Bedford and other town supervisors who have adopted a resolution to try and get more information about the program before adopting a resolution.
