Discuss MS-4 Requirements to Adopt Septic Law
On May 1, 2008, the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) issued the new SPDES General Permit GP-0-08-002 for Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems; which will require septic inspections and maintenance requirements for MS-4’s in the East of Hudson Watershed.
The Board discussed the program the Board of Legislators Subcommittee on Septics and the New York State DEC designed to assist municipalities with compliance with the MS-4 septic requirement.
