NYS ENERGY RESEARCH DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY RFP 10

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem is a member of the Northern Westchester Energy Action Consortium; and

WHEREAS, the Consortium  will be applying for funding from NY State Energy Research Development Authority RFP 10 for energy management projects under Implementation Funding for Small Municipalities of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act on behalf of all the Consortium members and for which deadline for submission to NYSERDA is February 17, 2010; and 

WHEREAS, NYSERDA Request for Proposal 10 stipulates eligible municipalities may partner together to propose a project, and that each such proposal requires one of the participating municipalities to serve as the Lead Proposer must fill out the following form; and 
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WHEREAS, the Town of  Bedford will be the Lead Proposer for an RFP 10 request for funding to support personnel to manage the Bedford Pilot for home energy retrofits that all NWEAC members can opt into and benefit from; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Croton-on-Hudson will be the Lead Proposer for an RFP 10 request for funding to support personnel to assist Consortium members with the completion of greenhouse gas and energy inventories and the establishment of resulting climate action plans; and 

WHEREAS, each municipality other than the municipality that is serving as the Lead Proposer must complete and submit Appendix N, Partnership Agreement Form to the Lead Proposer ;and  

WHEREAS, this Consortium request will be complementary to and not in conflict with the separate requests from individual Consortium members for energy management personnel under the same RFP 10; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Supervisor is authorized to complete and sign “Appendix N,  Partnership Agreement Form” as published in NYSERDA RFP 10. 

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that, the Supervisor will submit the completed “Appendix N, Partnership Agreement Form” to the Lead Proposer no later than February 16, 2010 so it may accompany the complete application.

RESOLUTION #60-TO AMEND WAGE AND SALARY COMPENSATION POLICY
HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT
Motion made by Supervisor Lucas
Seconded by Councilman Kamenstein
RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby adopts the following amendments to its Wage and Salary Policy for its Highway Department employees for work performed during snow, ice and other emergencies affecting the roadways in the Town of North Salem:

1. Salary Payment:  

· Time and one half for all time worked over forty hours in one week.

· Sundays and holidays will be double time.

· Saturdays will be time and one half.

· Once emergency is over, workers will be dismissed.

· If emergency is not over and worker sent home for rest period, the worker will continue to be paid; however, worker must return to work at the end of the rest period.

· Workers will be guaranteed a minimum of four hours when called in for an emergency.

· There will be no minimum number of workers called in for any emergency.

2. Mondays – In those cases where work on a Sunday extends uninterrupted into the following Monday, one and one half the hourly rate shall be paid for all hours worked on Monday, prorated for partial hours worked.

3. The Highway Superintendent or his/her designee may release the workers early at his/her discretion, on a regular tour day, after an all night assignment due to storm or emergency conditions.  This is provided the emergency is over.  The workers will be on standby at home until the end of their workday.  While at home on standby the workers shall be paid at the regular rate of pay.  In the event the workers are called back to work at or before the end of the workday, they shall resume overtime (time and a half) pay.  After the end of the regular work day, if the workers are called back to work without having had at least eight hours rest, they shall start work at overtime (time and a half) pay.

4. To the extent any provision of the Employee Handbook or other applicable Policy and Procedure Manual or prior adopted Resolution is deemed inconsistent with the above, it shall be deemed amended accordingly.
