1. Discuss Chapter 107 Freshwater Wetland Amendment

2. Discuss Water Rates for Sunset Ridge Water District

rate basis rather than continue using a sliding rate.

3. Discuss New Dog Law

On June 22, 2010, Governor Patterson signed a measure into law whereby effective January 1, 2011 the
dog licensing function under Article 7 of the NYS Agriculture and Markets Law will totally become the
responsibility of local government.

The Board discussed the law and asked Mr. Baroni to draft the new local law.
