WHEREAS, on June 14, 2011 the Town Board conducted a public hearing on the DGEIS; and
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WHEREAS, on August 23, 2011 a Final Generic Environmental Impact Statement (“FGEIS”) was accepted as complete by the Town Board; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board conducted a review of the entire record (including testimony at the public hearing held on June 14, 2011 and written comments) and gave consideration to the potential environmental impacts of the Proposed Action in light of the criteria set forth in the SEQRA regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of North Salem, as follows:

1. Having thoroughly reviewed the record and determined that the Proposed Action will not have significant adverse environmental impacts, the Town Board hereby makes legislative findings; and
