RESOLUTION #205-TO MAKE DETERMINATION OF HIGHGATE-WOODLANDS AT NORTH SALEM DRAFT SUPPLEMENTAL ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT STATEMENT (DSEIS) ADEQUATE FOR CIRCULATION AND SUBSTANTIVE PUBLIC REVIEW

WHEREAS, on March 22, 2005, the North Salem Town Board, as lead agency, adopted a Final Scoping Outline of a Draft Supplemental Environmental Impact Statement (DSEIS) pertaining to the proposed Type I Action Highgate-Woodlands at North Salem, for property located on Reed and Hardscrabble Roads, within an R-1 Residential Density Zoning District, in the Town of North Salem, Westchester County, New York, as designated on the Town of North Salem Tax Maps as Sheet 2, Block 1734, Lots 15, 16, 19 and 20; and

WHEREAS, between June 2007 and March 2011, the Project Sponsor submitted preliminary versions of the DSEIS and associated site development plans, which preliminary DSEIS versions and associated site developed plans were determined by the Town Board, as lead agency, in accordance with the standards and regulations set forth in SEQR 6 NYCRR Part 617, to be inadequate for circulation and public review; and

WHEREAS, in response, the Project Sponsor has submitted a revised DSEIS (dated Revised March 23, 2012) and revised associated site development plans (revised date of February 24, 2012);

RESOLVED, that upon full consideration of the above, the Town Board hereby determines that the DSEIS and associated site development plans are hereby determined sufficient for filing, circulation to involved and interested agencies, and commencement of substantive public review, subject to the following further revisions and conditions of filing and circulation:

  1.
The Project Sponsor shall revise the DSEIS to address the identified remaining completeness revisions as set forth in the following Town Consultant memorandums to the Town Board:

Hahn Engineering, dated July 6, 2012;

Upon submission of a revised DSEIS by the Project Sponsor, the above noted Town Consultants shall confirm the adequacy of same in regard to their respective memorandums, in coordination with the Town Supervisor.

 3.
Following satisfactory revision of the DSEIS, the Project Sponsor shall submit a single final clean copy with a final acceptance date corresponding with the subsequent date of filing (with removal of all revision dates); updated pagination and Table of Contents referencing; and an overall final proofing, for confirmation and acceptance of same by the Town Planning Consultant in coordination with the Town Supervisor.
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4.
Upon acceptance of the final DSEIS document by the Town Planning Consultant, the Project Sponsor shall “file” the DSEIS and associated site development plans with the Town Board, as lead agency.  A common filing date shall be included on both the DSEIS and associated site development plans.

  5.
Upon the filing of the final DSEIS and associated site development plans with the Town Board, the Town Planning Consultant will provide a Notice of DSEIS Completion and SEQR Public Hearing, which Notice shall be published in the Environmental Notice Bulletin (ENB).  The date of the SEQR Public Hearing shall be September 11, 2012 with a written comment period pertaining thereto until September 25, 2012.

  6.
Within three (3) days of filing of the DSEIS and associated site development plans, the Project Sponsor shall complete the following in coordination with the Town Supervisor and Town Planning Consultant:


a.
The Project Sponsor shall provide sufficient copies (both electronic and hard copies) of the DSEIS and associated site development plans (Circulation Packet) for circulation to all involved and interested agencies and other entities as listed on a circulation list prepared by the Town.  If requested by the Town, the Project Sponsor shall make delivery of the Circulation Packet to specific agencies and shall provide written confirmation of the receipt by same.  A copy of the Notice of DSEIS Completion and SEQR Public Hearing as set forth above in Condition #5 shall be distributed with each DSEIS.


b.
The Project Sponsor shall provide sufficient copies of the DSEIS and associated site development plans for public review at the Offices of the North Salem Town Board, Town Clerk and Planning Board, and the Ruth Keeler Memorial Library.


c.
The Project Sponsor shall create and host a conveniently accessible web posting of the DSEIS and associated site development plans, including providing a direct link for posting on the Town’s website.
