Discuss Sanitation Services Contract Bid
The Town’s current Refuse and Recyclable Materials Collection Contract with Somers Sanitation, Inc. (dba Bria Carting Co.) expires on August 31, 2012.  A bid seeking a new 5-year contract was opened on July 19th and only Somers Sanitation submitted a bid.  The bid was significantly higher than our current contract; therefore, the Board discussed whether or not they should accept the bid from Somers Sanitation which would increase property taxes by a minimum of 4%; reject the bid and rebid it or reject the bid and privatize the garbage pick-up. 
It was agreed that Supervisor Lucas would speak with representatives from Somers Sanitation to see if there was anything they could do to decrease the cost.       
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There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting adjourned into executive session at 9:25 P.M.  Motion was made by Supervisor Lucas, seconded by Councilman Kamenstein.  All voted in favor.
