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RESOLUTION #290-TO AMEND EMPLOYEE HANDBOOK SICK LEAVE ACCUMULATION
Motion made by Supervisor Lucas

Seconded by Councilman Bobolia
WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of North Salem adopted, by resolution, the Town of North Salem Employee Handbook on September 10, 2002, and 

WHEREAS, said Handbook includes a Sick Leave Policy under Section 803 for eligible Town employees.  Said policy sets the maximum number of sick leave days that an eligible employee hired prior to the date of adoption of the Handbook could accumulate at one hundred days, and the maximum number of sick leave days an eligible employee hired on or after the date of adoption of the Handbook at forty-five days, and

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem adopted Resolution #204-02 on September 24, 2002, accepting the provisions of 41(j) of the Retirement and Social Security Law – New York State and Local Retirement Systems, which allowed the provision of additional service credit toward retirement for employees who are entitled to accumulate sick leave, and

WHEREAS, under said law the maximum additional service credit allowed is one hundred sixty-five (165) days, it is hereby

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby replaces the wording under the paragraph entitled “Accumulation” of Section 803 of the Sick Leave policy, with the following wording: “There is no maximum accumulation of sick leave for an eligible employee.”  All other provisions of the Town Sick Leave policy shall remain the same.  This amended policy is retroactive to January 1, 2008.
