Discuss Proposed Code Amendment to Chapter 189, “Land Excavation,

Filling and Tree Removal”
The Board discussed amending Chapter 189 of the Code of the Town of North Salem with Planning Board Chair Cynthia Curtis and Town Planner Will Agresta.  
Ms. Curtis told the Board that in an effort to make the Chapter more user-friendly, the Planning Board is recommending that the Town Board take the “Land Excavation and Fill” section out of Chapter 189 and put it in a new chapter, Chapter 89 entitled “Fill”; Chapter 189 will then be just for “Tree Removal”.

The Board will review the draft laws and continue the discussion in January.
