BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of North Salem, Westchester County, New York, as follows:

Section 1.
Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law including, in particular, Section 24.00 thereof, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell not exceeding $2,000,000 tax anticipation notes of the Town of North Salem, Westchester County, New York, including renewals thereof, in anticipation of the collection of taxes levied or to be levied for the fiscal year of said Town commencing January 1, 2013, is hereby delegated to the Supervisor, the Chief Fiscal Officer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said Supervisor, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.
