WHEREAS, Assembly Bill A.88 and Assembly Bill A.824, currently pending, would make it mandatory for lending institutions to provide contact information of responsible parties regarding vacant structures; and require good faith in obtaining a foreclosure; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of North Salem supports the passage of these Assembly Bills.

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Bulletproof Vests
All members assigned to patrol duties shall wear their department-issued bulletproof vest or other bulletproof vest approved by a sergeant or chief of police while outside police headquarters.
Members shall wear bulletproof vests under the outermost garment of the uniform of the day.  If worn as an outer garment in the appropriate liner, the vest shall display the officer's shield over the left breast pocket.
