HIGHWAY GARAGE AND OFFICES – JUNE ROAD

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of North Salem, located in Westchester County, New York, proposes the construction of a new 9,600 square foot Highway Garage and Offices on the same property as the existing Town of North Salem Salt Shed, including associated pavement surrounding the new building, a subsurface septic disposal system, and modification/expansion of an existing stormwater management basin and controls (hereinafter referred to as the “proposed action”); and

WHEREAS, the subject property is located on the westerly side of June Road in the Town of North Salem, Westchester County, New York, within a R-1 Residential Zoning District; and

WHEREAS, the proposed action is classified as a Type I action, pursuant to SEQR 6 NYCRR Part 617.4(b)(6)(i) [50% of 10 acre disturbance threshold] and (10) [25% of disturbance threshold where contiguous to parkland] given that more than 1.25 acres is proposed to be disturbed on Town land abutting (contiguous with) other Town land consisting of designated parkland (Volunteer Park); and

WHEREAS, the proposed action requires permits and approvals from other local, regional and State agencies as indicated in the project EAF Part 1;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, pursuant to the applicable standards of SEQR 6 NYCRR Part 617.6, the Town Board concludes that it is the appropriate agency to serve as lead agency for the coordinated environmental review of the proposed Type I action; and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby declares its intent to be lead agency for the coordinated SEQR evaluation of this Type I action; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes the circulation of the attached Notice to other involved agencies, indicating the Town Board’s intention to serve as lead agency, including circulation of a copy of the project EAF Parts 1 and 2 and Site Development Plans pursuant to and in accordance with the requirements set forth in SEQR 6 NYCRR Part 617.
