1. This waiver applies only to the shareholders (property owners) at Pietsch Gardens Cooperative, Inc. (PGC).

2. This waiver shall apply only to the following scopes of work, all of which must have approval in writing from PGC – 

a. Interior work.

b. Repair, reconstruction of an existing deck.

c. Installation of generators.
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3. This waiver does not apply to the following scopes of work – 

a. Expansion of the footprint of any dwelling and/or accessory structure.

b. Addition of any accessory structure, e.g. a storage shed.

c. Reconstruction of any dwelling.

4. This waiver does not provide any relief from the requirements for compliance with the “Residential Code of NYS”, nor any related Codes of NYS.

5. Within the second one-year period for which this waiver is granted, PGC shall earnestly pursue the completion of certified surveys for each proprietary lease and the sum property of PGI.

6. If/when the certified survey shows that one or more area variances are required where they were previously not required, or the setback & bulk requirement information provided with any given application was inaccurate, the “property owner”, with written approval from PGC, shall return to the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) to seek a new variance.

7. If a certified survey as referenced in #5 above is still not accomplished within the specified one-year time period, PGC shall return to the Town Board prior to February 14, 2014, to report its progress and seek whatever additional extension of time the Town Board might find appropriate.
