WHEREAS, GHD Inc. as the Engineering Contractor and Project Manager for the Peach Lake Sewer District Project spent additional time during the construction phase of the Peach Lake Waste Water Treatment Plant built by Arben Group LLC, between the scheduled completion date of October 19, 2011 and the New York City Department of Environmental Protection (NYC DEP) walk-though of June 13, 2012 and

WHEREAS, GHD Inc. has provided documentation explaining that they spent in excess of 785 additional hours of civil engineering time interfacing with subcontractors, which was requested of them to facilitate the completion of the plant, and an additional 923 hours of process engineering time to direct suppliers and to perform the duties of a resident representative, and an additional 841 additional hours of field representative time, and
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WHEREAS, the above costs are strictly labor costs and do not include expenses, and

WHEREAS, there were additional hours spent associated with the building services group and the project management team with the items in entirety adding up to $261,746.44 and

WHEREAS, GHD Inc. has agreed to an amendment to satisfy the above amount of additional engineering service time for a total of $170,000.00 and

WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem is responsible for 74% of the total cost and the Town of Southeast is responsible for 26% of the total cost and

WHEREAS, NYC DEP has agreed in writing to pay 42% of the $170,000 once we supply them with proof of payment, NOW THEREFORE BE IT 

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby authorizes the Town Supervisor to sign said amendment.
