Discuss Draft Zoning Amendments – Special Permit Uses and Definitions


The Board discussed the draft Zoning Code Amendments which include General Use Requirements Tables, Definitions and Conditional Use Permit Standards submitted to them by the Planning Board 
with Planning Board Chair Cynthia Curtis, Director of Planning William Agresta, AICP and Planning Board Member Charlotte Harris.

Discuss MTA Parking at Purdy’s Lot
The Board discussed the Memorandum of Understanding for Station Access and Parking Improvements they received from the Metro-North Commuter Railroad Company, a subsidiary of the Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) to allow them to expand the parking facility at the Purdy’s train station by constructing a 1,100 space parking structure on the current lot.
The Board agreed that they would not be opposed to Metro-North building a small structure that could accommodate the vehicles that currently park on nearby roadways; however, they are opposed to them building a structure that would accommodate additional vehicles which in turn would generate additional traffic on Town roads.

On behalf of the Board, Supervisor Lucas will contact Metro-North and ask them to conduct a traffic and use study near the train station.

There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting adjourned into Executive Session at 9:50 P.M.  Motion was made by Supervisor Lucas, seconded by Councilman Bobolia.  All voted in favor.
