Booting Procedure of Motor Vehicles
 

The purpose of this policy is to assist the North Salem Police Department in the immobilization of vehicles with a boot when there are several outstanding parking summonses.
 

1.
​Police Officers will call the Court to make sure that there are outstanding parking 
summonses before calling an 
authorized tow agency for immobilization.
 

2.​
A Warning Notice must be completed by the Officer calling for the boot and placed on ​the 
driver’s-side 
window.  He will also call TMC and let them know.
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3.​
An attempt must be made to call the registered owner after the boot is installed. 
 

4.​
Any vehicle left for 72-hours or longer will be towed by the agency that put the boot on.
 

Payment
 

1.​
Before removing the boot, the owner should go to the North Salem Justice Court and pay​
the fines or post bail.
 

2.​
The Court will notify the authorized tow agency that the boot may be removed.  The cost​
to unlock the boot is 
$125.00 payable in cash.
 

3.​
If the vehicle has to be towed after the boot is placed on the vehicle, the cost will be a​minimum 
of $260.00 
payable in cash.

WHEREAS, the Chief of Police has requested a grant from Senator Greg Ball in January of 2013 and Councilman Bruce Buchholtz and Chief of Police Thomas Howley, in August of 2013, visited Senator Greg Ball office and received  confirmation of a $50,000 grant a 2013 Chevy Tahoe SUV police vehicle, and

WHEREAS, the vehicles purchase price on the State bid list is thirty thousand seven hundred seventy-one dollars ($30,771) and as the vehicle needs to be equipped with a computer for six thousand one hundred fifty dollars ($6,150) and light bar, lettering and cage for approximately twelve thousand dollars ($12,000) and a radio at a cost of about one thousand five hundred dollars ($1,500), the total vehicle cost will be approximately fifty thousand four hundred twenty-one dollars ($50,421),            and
