RESOLUTION #84-TO AUTHORIZE SUPERVISOR TO SIGN 2014 ENGAGEMENT AGREEMENT AND APPROVE THE 2014 LEGAL BUDGET FOR EAST OF HUDSON COALITION
Motion made by Supervisor Lucas

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby authorizes the Supervisor to sign the 2014 Engagement Agreement with East of Hudson Coalition, and furthermore, 
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WHEREAS, the Town of North Salem is a member of the East of Hudson Coalition (the “EOH Coalition”), an association of municipalities located in the New York City watershed east of the Hudson River; and 

WHEREAS, the EOH Coalition municipalities are subject to heightened requirements because their surface waters feed the New York City drinking water system; and 

WHEREAS, the EOH Coalition wishes to initiate discussions and negotiations with the New York City Department of Environmental Protection and the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation regarding future requirements for phosphorus reductions by EOH Coalition municipalities and relief to said municipalities from the financial burden of such requirements; and 

WHEREAS, the EOH Coalition wishes to engaged the law firm of Rapport Meyers LLP to represent it and its municipal members with respect to the aforementioned discussions and negotiations; and 

WHEREAS, the law firm of Rapport Meyers LLP has submitted a proposed 2014 Legal Budget for the EOH Coalition dated February 18, 2014, a copy of which is annexed hereto and hereby made a part hereof (the “Proposal”); and 

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of North Salem wishes to approve the Proposal and engage the law firm of Rapport Meyers LLP to represent the EOH Coalition on the terms set forth in the Proposal; and 

WHEREAS, the Proposal provides that each of the EOH Coalition municipalities will pay a portion of the legal fees incurred by the EOH Coalition based on the Allocation Schedule (the “Allocation Schedule”), a copy of which is annexed hereto and hereby made a part hereof; and 

WHEREAS, based upon the estimated legal fees of thirty-three thousand dollars set forth in the Proposal for calendar year 2014 and the Allocation Schedule setting the Town of North Salem contribution percentage at 4.99%, the Town of North Salem would incur legal fees relating to the EOH Coalition in the amount of one thousand six hundred forty-six dollars and ninety-three cents ($1,646.93); and 

WHEREAS, for fiscal purposes, one of the members of the EOH Coalition will serve as the “lead municipality” by paying the law firm’s vouchers as they are approved by the EOH Coalition, and seek reimbursement from members of the EOH Coalition according to the Allocation Schedule; and 

WHEREAS, Putnam County has been designated to serve as the “lead municipality” for said purpose; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby approves the Proposal submitted by the law firm of Rapport Meyers LLP for representation of the EOH Coalition in calendar year 2014 and the payment of legal fees incurred thereunder pursuant to the Allocation Schedule either by reimbursement to Putnam County as the “lead municipality” or directly to Rapport Meyers LLP; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby authorizes and directs the Supervisor to execute any and all documents necessary to give effect to this resolution.

RESOLUTION #89-TO AUTHORIZE GAS FRANCHISE – NYSEG
Motion made by Supervisor Lucas

Seconded by Councilman Kamenstein

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby grants New York State Electric & Gas Corporation, its successors and assigns, upon due acceptance hereof in writing, a perpetual franchise to lay, construct, install, maintain and operate conductors, fixtures, pipes and structures for carrying, transmitting, distributing and delivering gas (natural, manufactured or mixed), other fluids, telecommunications equipment and signals, and electricity with the necessary pipes, conduits, ducts, valves, valve pits, regulators, compressors and other conductors, fixtures and structures in, 
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under, along, across, through and to extend its facilities beyond all streets, highways, alleys, squares, lanes, parks and public places in the said Town of North Salem, for the purpose of furnishing, selling and distributing gas for light, heat and power purposes, and for providing space and facilities in or near its trenches for other services rendered to the public, including communications services (so long as the interested parties are prepared to share the cost), in said Town, and to extend its facilities beyond the limits of the Town as may be necessary and incident to its business as a company that furnishes natural gas service and which provides space and facilities in or near its trenches for other services. 

PROVIDED, HOWEVER, that all pipes, conduits, ducts, valves, valve pits, regulators, compressors and other conductors, fixtures and structures shall be placed in such a manner as to cause as little inconvenience to the public in the use of such highways as is practicable and consistent with the safety and efficiency of such pipes, conduits, ducts, valves, regulators, compressors and other conductors, fixtures and structures. 

PROVIDED FURTHER, that all of said pipes, conduits, ducts, valves, valve pits, regulators, compressors and other conductors, fixtures and structures shall be placed, constructed and maintained in a proper and workmanlike manner so that the same shall in no way endanger the public, and the said Company shall at all times indemnify and save harmless said Town and the members of said Town Board from and against any and all actions, suits, damages, costs, charges and expenses by reason of the location and maintenance of said pipes, conduits, ducts, valves, valve pits, regulators, compressors and other conductors, fixtures and structures through, along and under any of the streets, highways, avenues, lanes and other public places, or by reason of any act done or omitted to be done in the premises by said Company. 

PROVIDED FURTHER, whenever said Company shall have occasion to make an opening in the surface of any street, highway or other public place for the purpose of laying or repairing any pipes, conduits, ducts, valves, valve pits, regulators, compressors and other conductors, fixtures and structures, it will first procure any permits necessary under the law or ordinances of said Town (except in an emergency), will conduct such work in a careful and workmanlike manner, will cause as little disturbance of traffic as reasonably possible, and will restore the surface of such street, highway or other public place equal to or better than its former condition, including restoration of pavements where it has been necessary to disturb the same. 

PROVIDED FURTHER, that this grant of a franchise is made upon the condition that permission be secured from the Public Service Commission as is required by law.
