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For the record, I (Councilman Monti) would like to make a few remarks before I cast my vote on this action we are about to undertake.

While I favor accomplishing a complete reassessment / reevaluation of Town properties I would like to explain my vote and why.

I have asked many questions of our Assessor – Karen Futia, I have received full and complete answers.  I was seeking to determine the methods, safeguards, and potential consequences of this reevaluation.  Her patience is admirable.  Thank you Karen.

Further I would have preferred to have had several sessions around Town with residents, farm owners and commercial property owners to discuss and define the project, its costs, the methods to be used and the opportunity each owner will have along the way.  At such sessions questions would have arisen.  Unfortunately this did not happen.

The last time a full financial evaluation of our Town’s real estate worth occurred was 40 years ago, yes 1974.

Much has changed, much may have remained the same and we have grown.

As such we as property owners may be hampered with biased taxation.

This reevaluation activity will endeavor to remove biases.

The company to be hired to conduct this activity is currently doing similar activities to several other nearby Westchester Towns – Ossining and Greenburgh are two currently engaged in reevaluation.

To insure that the contractor Tyler is fulfilling the contract we will be engaging an experienced independent Monitor who will work for our Assessor.   We are doing this since it was 40 years ago that a full Town evaluation was accomplished and oversight is a must on a sensitive undertaking such as this.

The project will start this year, go into 2015, 2016 and complete in September 2017; become effective for tax purposes starting April of 2018 if the Town Council is satisfied.

The contractor will prepare and deliver a multi-faceted Public Information Plan of the what, who, when and how.  Each evaluated parcel will have three separate and distinct opportunities to challenge the results.

While all this is occurring the normal-legal Grievance process remains in place for use.  And it will be in place after this is reevaluation is accomplished and accepted.

With that I vote AYE for the reevaluation to be contracted along with a monitor.
