RESOLUTION #237-TO GRANT A WAIVER OF THE APPLICATION PROCESSING RESTRICTIVE LAW
Motion made by Supervisor Lucas
Seconded by Councilman Kamenstein
RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of North Salem hereby grants a waiver of the Application Processing Restrictive Law (APRL) to KLDC II, LLC for the property at 138 Keeler Lane. The requested waiver has been necessitated by the Building Inspector’s issuance of a Stop Work Order followed by Notice of Violation V14-04 issued September 22, 2014 for working without required permits, i.e. building, electrical, and plumbing. This waiver is granted subject to the following conditions: 


A.
Within 60 days of this resolution, i.e. not later than January 25, 2015, the owner shall 

submit a complete building permit application for improvements to the main house 

or its removal including the remediation of all activities that had been started illegally, 

i.e. without required permits. 


B.
Within an additional 60 days, i.e. not later than March 25, 2015, the building permit 

application shall be eligible for the issuance of a building permit. 


C.
Within 180 days (6 months) from the date of the building permit, all work shall be 

completed and a Certificate of Occupancy (C.O.) issued. 
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If the current owner sells the property prior to satisfying all of the above conditions in full, the responsibility for completing whatever remains, passes to the new owner. Failure to complete any part of the above within the time specified shall require the owner of record to return to the Town Board within 30 days of written notice given by the Building Department. The purpose of returning to the Town Board will be to amend the current waiver, for good cause shown, or, if the property is sold, a new owner may request a new waiver.
