The Board discussed the $10,000 per year electric bill the Croton Falls Lighting District pays NYSEG for the 158 street lights located on various Town, County and State roads in Croton Falls.   
Supervisor Lucas explained that the bill is divided and paid for by only about one hundred homeowners in Croton Falls; therefore, to make it equitable, Supervisor Lucas would like the Board to help him designate some of those street lights as “Town-owned” lights so that they can be removed from the District bill and get paid for by the Town.
