Discuss Zombie Property Legislation
The Board discussed what the Town could do to make banks maintain “Zombie” property (when a delinquent owner leaves a house and foreclosure has not yet been finalized). 

Mr. Baroni advised the Board that first the Town has to affirm its ability to adhere to the State Building Code and then pass a local law which includes the ability for the Town to levy the property. 

The Board asked Mr. Baroni to draft a local law.
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2.
Discuss Tax Cap Savings
Supervisor Lucas explained that he has to show the State how the Town will have at least a 1% tax savings (approximately $63,000) in 2017, 2018 and 2019.  He told the Board that he has been working 
with the Budget Director of Westchester County to put a package together to send to the State showing how the Town will accomplish that. 
There being no further business and all those wishing to be heard having been heard, the meeting was adjourned in Executive Session at 8:25 P.M.  Motion was made by Supervisor Lucas, seconded by Councilman Bobolia.  All voted in favor.
