Discuss Police Coverage 
In response to a request from residents who live on and around Lakeview Road and Elizabeth Drive for more nighttime police coverage because of some recent burglaries in that area, the Board invited them to the meeting so they could discuss the request with them.
Following the discussion, the Board asked Chief Howley to try and get some additional statistics from the State Police, including the number and type of calls they have responded to in North Salem after 9:00 pm over the past few years.  
After the Board reviews the data, they will invite the residents back and continue the discussion with them.  In the meantime, Supervisor Lucas will ask the Supervisors in the Town of Somers and Lewisboro to work with him to try and get additional State Police coverage for the three towns.

Discuss Paving Old Salem Center Road

The Board discussed the recommendation of Highway Superintendent Hanaburgh to pave Old Salem Center Road because every time there is a bad rainstorm the drains on Rt. 116 get clogged and Vox Restaurant gets flooded because of the dirt that washes off the road.  
Before making a final decision, the Board will send a letter to the residents who live on that road and let them know that they are considering paving it and ask for their input.
