Discuss Historic Preservation Commission Request to Amend Chapters 130 and 131
Historic Preservation Commission Co-Chairs Gail Pantezzi and Francis Tuoti and Town Historian Susan Thompson were present to discuss their recommendation for the Board to amend Chapter 130, “Landmark and Historic Preservation” and Chapter 131, “Historic Road Preservation” so it will 
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comply with the July 2014 Model Landmarks Preservation Local Law for New York Municipalities which will allow the Town to be eligible for the Federal Certified Local Government Program.
Ms. Pantezzi will have the HPC Secretary send an amended copy of the law to the Town Attorney so that he can draft a local law so that the Board can set a public hearing.
