WHEREAS, the North Salem Town Board (“Town Board”) seeks to adopt the 2014 North Salem Parks & Recreation Master Plan, prepared by Ferrandino & Associates Inc. on behalf of the Town Board; and

WHEREAS, the 2014 North Salem Parks & Recreation Master Plan (“the Plan”) is intended to be a supplement to the 2011 Comprehensive Plan, reflecting current and anticipated future conditions and identifying the Town's specific short term and long term park and recreational needs and capabilities in greater detail than was possible or appropriate in the 2011 Comprehensive Plan; and
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WHEREAS, the Plan is a guide to the acquisition, development, improvement and financing of recreational lands and facilities within the Town's realistic capabilities and in context with all other providers of recreational opportunities to Town residents; and

WHEREAS, the Plan provides necessary documentation of the Town's recreational needs for potential state, federal and other sources of funding and for informing Town officials and residents; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has classified the adoption of the Plan (“the Proposed Action”) as a “Type 1” action under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”); and

WHEREAS, Part 1 of the Full-Environmental Assessment Form (“FEAF”) has been prepared by Ferrandino & Associates Inc. on behalf of the North Salem Town Board; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined that no other agency is involved with the Proposed Action;

NOW THEREFORE, be it

RESOLVED, the Town Board accepts the Part 1 FEAF; and be it further

RESOLVED, the Town Board declares itself to be the Lead Agency for the Proposed Action for purposes of environmental review under SEQRA; and be it further

RESOLVED, the Town Board, acting as Lead Agency, schedules a public hearing on the Proposed Action to be held on September 23, 2014 at 7:30 p.m. in the  Town Hall Annex, 274 Titicus Road, North Salem, New York, and at such times and dates thereafter to which the hearing may be adjourned; and be it further
