Supervisor Lucas called the Public Hearing to order at 7:30 P.M.

The Notice of Public Hearing appeared in the September 10, 2014 issue of The Journal News and was read by Supervisor Lucas.  

Supervisor Lucas:  We have a law, if you’re a solicitor you have to register so we can give you a little badge saying, yes we know about you.  When people go door-to-door in Town it’s a problem and we get a lot of phone calls and stuff so we give them a badge and at least people know.  We can’t stop them from going door-to-door; however, what one of the other Town’s has and what we are going to implement also is a “Do Not Knock” Registry so that if you don’t want people coming door-to-door that you can actually sign a letter to that affect and we will put you on a “Do Not Knock” Registry and that will go out to these people.  So, as long as it’s proactive on your side saying we don’t want it and we have the law in place, they will not be allowed to go door-to-door.  If they do, they lose the privilege of going door-to-door in Town.
Town Clerk Veronica Howley:  Except for religious and political organizations.

Supervisor Lucas:  What happened recently and the reason we started looking at this and then I’ll keep quiet is because we had somebody who sells alarm systems and he wanted three or four people to go door-to-door in Town and basically ask you what your alarm system was and whether you wanted a new one and I knew we were going to get a lot of calls about what’s going on and so we looked around and this mechanism looked good.  
So, tonight’s simply a public hearing.  It’s going to be a local law and all the local law is going to do is allow us to create a registry.  You can opt out but we can’t tell the people that they can’t do it.  
Supervisor Lucas asked if there were any comments.  There were none.

There being no other questions or comments and all those wishing to be heard, having been heard the
